	Online Gallery visits and Powerpoint presentation on Surrealism and Banksy
In the lesson this week, we will be going on an ‘online’ excursion to three galleries in different parts of the world. You will be asked to contribute to class discussions to further build on your understanding of the exam theme “ordinary and/or extraordinary”.
Spiderdiagram that explores the exam theme
6 x 10 minute sketches using biro/fineliner ect
This could be objects that you listed on your spiderdiagram. Use lots of different media i.e. Pencil, pen, ink and think about mark making techniques.
H/W - Collect images of your chose artists’ work and find out more about them. Keep loose at this stage. Bring for next lesson

	Reviewing artists’ work
Annotate explaining why you chose it – colour, style, content etc. and describe how it could inspire you. Keep your annotations in small sections so you can present later in your exam sketch book.
Observational Surrealist Drawing 
You’ll take the ordinary and give it an extraordinary twist
Mixed Media Collage
Collect lots of imagery that connects to the theme and create a collage in your sketchbook. 
Link your images & ideas to artists.
H/W – Finish mixed media collage. Create a list of observational drawings you would like to complete on the theme “ordinary and/or extraordinary”

 A Extraordinary Drawing –
In this exercise you’ll be drawing with some ‘extraordinary’ objects.
Observational Drawing
During the half term holidays do lots of drawings and take photographs inspired by Ordinary and/or Extraordinary in everything that you do – from food to clothes, to DVD’s to games. You should aim for a hour drawing every day.
Artist Research
 View the PowerPoint put together by Ms Buchanan and choose a second artist.  Pick artists who inspire you as you will need to connect your work to the work of the artists.
H/W Copy the artist’s work in colour A4.  This can be done in any media that best suits your style of work

Using your drawings (from weeks 1 to 3) as inspiration, produce a series of mixed media samples. Using a variety of media and techniques e.g. Painting, mono-printing, acrylics, watercolour, collage.

Use your paintings and mixed media samples as inspiration. Produce at least 3 “design development” ideas for your final piece. Annotate your design ideas.
